Holy Week Services

The Church has historically placed great empha-

sis on worship during Holy Week, because it is

the one time during the church year that we have

an opportunity to follow Christ in real time, day
by day, through his triumphal entry into Jerusa-
lem, to the last Passover meal with his disciples,
to his betrayal, arrest, and crucifixion, and finally
to the empty tomb on Easter morning.

In order to truly appreciate and experience the
resurrection, we must first experi-
ence the steps leading up to it. Here
are some wonderful opportunities to
do just that.

Palm Sunday

On Palm Sunday, March 28, we will
have two worship services at 8:30
and 11:00 a.m., both of which will be
led by our children and youth. Our G.A.S. youth
will be presenting a drama called 'Twas the
Week Before Easter, highlighting the events of
the week to come and encouraging you not to
miss experiencing those events in person
throughout Holy Week. Our Jubilation Choir and
our Cherub Choir will be there to sing and our
Liturgical Dance team will also be with us.

“They heard the children crying out in the tem-

ple, ‘Hosanna to the Son of David™ Matt. 21:15b

Let’s join our children and youth on Palm Sun-
day as they “cry out in the temple, Hosanna to
the Son of David”.
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Holy Thursday

Our Holy Thursday service will be on Thurs-
day, April 1, 7:00 p.m. with the celebration of
Holy Communion. This service will take us
back 2000 years to the Passover, the holiest
of holy days in the Jewish tradition, and the
day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Pass-
over lamb had to be sacrificed. We will enter
into the story as Jesus, sitting around the table
with his disciples in the Upper Room, officially

-~ assumes the role of sacrificial Lamb for all who
- believe him to be the promised Messiah, the

Lamb of God.

Join us as we relive this crucial event in the
Holy Week story and celebrate the institution
of the sacrament of holy communion.

Good Friday

On Friday, April 2, 7:00 p.m. we will celebrate
a service of Tenebrae. The word Tenebrae is
from the Latin word for shadows. In this ser-
vice we will pick up the story where we left off
the night before and recreate the last day of
Jesus’ life, from his arrest and trial to his cruci-
fixion, using light and darkness to awaken our
senses to what is happening in the story as
told in the Gospel of John.

This is a very moving service, yet appropriate
for all ages.

Easter Sunday
April 4

We will have two worship services on Easter
morning, 9:00 and 11:00 a.m. Both will be led
by our CrossWalk Praise Band and our CUMC
Adult Choir.

Raising the Roof at Crozet UMC

Dear Friends,

Greetings in the name of Jesus Christ. | pray
that as you read this you are filled with God'’s
blessings and not covered with too much snow. |
am writing to tell you about an exciting new op-
portunity at Crozet UMC.

Our church is categorized by congregational de-
velopment experts as a mid-size church. Based
on our average worship attendance, this classifi-
cation identifies us as a church that is, on the
one hand, full of blessings and excitement, and
on the other hand, faced with some very specific
challenges as we transition our ways of being
the church from the smaller, “pastor-size” church
to the larger “program-size” church.

For over a month now, | have had some of our
church’s key leaders reading and reflecting upon
the book Raising the Roof: The Pastoral to Pro-
gram Size Transition. Written by Alice Mann and
based upon extensive research into churches
similar to ours, this text details a plan of action
for congregations to learn about themselves
while gaining the skills and abilities necessary to
become the church God is leading them to be
next.

The first step in this process is for us to learn
about you. What is important to you? What are
your expectations of your church? What is your
faith story? In the coming months our “roving
reporters” will be exploring these questions with
you in small groups, or even in one-on-one con-
versations. | look forward to learning what you
have to say, for the church’s story is the story of
God in Jesus, woven together from the individ-
ual strands of all of the stories of our lives, as
together we create a tapestry of grace, telling
God'’s story together.

According to Raising the Roof: The Pastoral to
Program Size Transition, a church in this transi-
tion stage finds itself in the following situations.

1. Average year-round attendance for all Sun-
day services has hit a plateau somewhere
between 150 and 250.

2. The congregation is located in a context fa-
vorable to numerical growth. Likely indicators
might be continuing population growth in the
surrounding community and/or steady in-
creases in total church membership while at-
tendance remains stuck at a constant level.

3. The congregation regularly attracts first-time
visitors to Sunday worship.

4. Both the pastor and lay opinion leaders be-
lieve that the congregation may be called to
“step-up” to the next size, and wish to engage
in discernment and planning.

5. Basic trust exists among pastor, lay leader-
ship, and congregation.

6. A small team of leaders can be found with the
skills and motivation to guide others through
a learning experience.

Our church exhibits every single one of these cri-
teria, which makes us an excellent candidate for
exploring whether we, as a congregation, want to
make the transition to a “program-size” church
and if so, how to go about doing that.




Are You Obsessed?

Last month | introduced you to a book | have
been reading called Crazy Love: Overwhelmed
by a Relentless God by Francis Chan. This
book has continued to draw me in and help me
to further examine my commitment to Christ.
This has not been easy because it is never easy
to question your commitment, especially when
what you really want to conclude is that you are
doing everything right! I've always struggled with
this. | don’t want to be wrong. (There, | said it...|
am not very good at falling short—and certainly
not good at admitting that I'm wrong, as my hus-
band will attest.)

As | read Francis Chan’s words, though, | know
that | am not there. | want to experience this
crazy kind of love that he describes, but , if |
am honest with myself, | know | am missing the
mark. Chan devotes an entire chapter to what
he calls the “profile of the obsessed.” And, ob-
sessed is defined for the reader as: To have the
mind excessively preoccupied with a single
emotion or topic. (footnote from Chan, pg. 129,
original source: The American Heritage Diction-
ary of the English Language, 4th ed.)

There are a number of quotes throughout the
chapter that spoke to my heart. Selections ap-
pear below:

A person who is obsessed thinks about heaven
frequently. Obsessed people orient their lives
around eternity; they are not fixed only on what
is here in front of them. (Chan, pg. 142)

A person who is obsessed is characterized by
committed, settled, passionate love for God,
above and before every other thing and every
other being. (Chan, pg. 143)

People who are obsessed are raw with God,
they do not attempt to mask the ugliness of their
sins or their failures. Obsessed people don’t put
it on for God; He is their safe place, where they
can be at peace. (Chan, pg. 144)

A person who is obsessed with Jesus is more
concerned with his or her character than com-
fort. Obsessed people know that true joy doesn't
depend on circumstances or environment; it is a
gift that must be chosen and cultivated, a gift
that ultimately comes from God (James 1:2-4).
(Chan, pg. 146)

Through reading these passages and others in
Chan’s book, it is clear to me that | still have a
long way to go. | am not necessarily discour-
aged, but my journey is nowhere near complete.
| share this with you because it provided a much
needed “reality check” for me. | think it's good
for all of us to periodically take an honest look at
ourselves, especially our spiritual health.

Fortunately, our Women of Faith Sunday school
class has been completing a very helpful series
called Living With Confidence in a Chaotic World
by Dr. David Jeremiah. This series is providing a
guide for us to continue to grow in our faith. We
recently covered a lesson called “Stay Chal-
lenged.” In the accompanying book, Jeremiah
describes something we are all familiar with of
late, the “phenomenon of the Olympic games”
when...athletes compete with one another all
through the year at other venues, and they know
each other well. But they save something extra
for the world stage of the Olympics, and we love
seeing strenuous competition at its very best.

With all of that modern imagery in mind, think
about what the Word of God, through Peter,
asks us to do. We are to be characterized by a
strenuous diligence, lavishing all that we are,
and all that we have, upon growing in Christ. He
tells us that we have all the tools when it comes
to life and godliness. Now it's up to us to pour it
on as we make our lives the most exciting,
adrenaline-pumped, God-glorifying testimonies
of service that we can produce through the
power of the Holy Spirit. (Dr. Jeremiah, pgs. 75-
76)




In this chapter on “Staying Challenged”, Dr.
Jeremiah references another book, Knowing Scrip-
ture, in which author R.C. Sproul writes about what
he terms, the “Sensuous Christian.” Sproul doesn't
use the word “sensual” in the typical way. Dr.
Jeremiah writes about Sproul’s ideas in the follow-
ing passages:

He defines that term as the domination of the
Christian life by the intangibles of feelings. “Many
of us” he writes, “have become sensuous Chris-
tians, living by our feelings, rather than through our
understanding of the Word of God. Sensuous
Christians cannot be moved to service, prayer, or
study unless they ‘feel like it” (Sproul, 31). This
hapless believer does good things when he is feel-
ing close to God. But when he is depressed, he
does nothing of service to Christ. He therefore
looks for stimuli to ignite his emotions because he
wants to experience God rather than the other way
around, and he stays immature because he be-
lieves this is childlike faith, when it's actually child-
ish. The Word constantly admonishes us to grow
in our faith, but the sensuous Christian simply
wants an experience of some kind. What eventu-
ally happens? He encounters tough times but he
lacks the wisdom to meet the challenge.

Sproul makes me realize | need to ask this ques-
tion of myself, just as | ask you to ask yourself: Is
my walk with God all about emotions and feelings?
Or is it driven by faith and the Word? When | have
one of those days when | don'’t feel the victory of
my faith, do I continue to serve Him in obedience?
Or do I let my feelings hurt my faith? Strong faith is
based upon the facts of God’s Word—the truth of
our salvation, the historic fact of Christ’s resurrec-
tion, the understanding that He will come again.
Those things are true even if I'm not as excited
about them as | should be on a gloomy day. Peter
is talking about laying a foundation of faith based
on the solid and substantial Word, so that no bad
day, no bad event, no national recession can
shake it. These are the times when God smiles
upon our response—when the world is treating us
poorly, when our spirits are low, yet we pray any-
way; we serve anyway; we open the Word anyway
and say, “God, I'm not my best today, but all that |
have is still yours.” Any child that tells Him that is
going to be taken up in His embrace and com-
forted.

His promises don't fluctuate with our whims. We
can cling to those promises and find a powerful
emotional equilibrium. Living based on feelings
is like riding a roller coaster without a seat belt.
Living rooted to His Word is more like building a
house with a foundation of pure, tempered steel.
(Dr. Jeremiah, pgs. 76-77)

My hope is that you will take some time during
the Lenten season to think and pray about your
life and your commitment to Christ. Please con-
sider the words of the devout Christian writers
whose words I've shared with you. Pray about
how you will respond to the challenge that has
been put before us in our Christian Walk. It
really is up to us to ask God to help us “pour it
on” as we seek to “make our lives the most ex-
citing, adrenaline-pumped, God-glorifying testi-
monies of service that we can produce through
the power of the Holy Spirit.”

Let’s do it together—in community with one an-
other! We were never meant to make this jour-
ney alone.

PACEM

PACEM is People and Congregations Engaged
in Ministry. For the past four years, our congre-
gation has provided volunteers at other churches
that are hosting homeless people. These
churches provide food, shelter, showers, some
services (such as haircuts and eye exams) and
fellowship for men who have no place to go.
Most of these men have jobs, but simply don’t
make enough money.

This year, First United Methodist Church in
downtown Charlottesville is hosting PACEM from
March 6-19. The services that we usually pro-
vide include food preparation and cleanup,
fellowship, and shower monitors. Please watch
your bulletins for updates on how you can volun-
teer with this mission. Talk with your study
group, committee members, singing partners,
fellow pew sitters, etc., about a date that you
would all like to volunteer together, and let Dana
Palmer know ASAP, so we can get your request
on FUMC'’s schedule. There will be a sign-up
sheet on the mission’s bulletin board in the Fel-
lowship Hall.

OPERATION SHAREHOUSE

According to their website,

“Stop Hunger Now (SHN) is an international hun-
ger relief organization that coordinates the distri-
bution of food and other life-saving aid around
the world. The organization is driven by a vision
to end world hunger in our lifetime and a mission
to provide food and life-saving aid to the world’s
most destitute and hungry in the most sustain-
able, efficient, and effective manner. (They) have
been working in Haiti since 1998 and are com-
mitted to working alongside the Haitian people
as they rebuild and beyond. In the last 4 years,
SHN has sent over 6 million meals and $4 mil-
lion of in-kind aid to Haiti. In fact, 1.5 million
meals were shipped to Haiti 2 months ago.
These meals are now being used for immediate

crisis relief. Additional resources that are on their
way to Haiti include: More than 150,000 bottles of
water, 120,960 cans of cooked chicken and roast
beef, 5,800 pounds of rice, and more than
500,000 SHN meals.”

Stop Hunger Now offers the Operation Share-
house program, which “is a volunteer-based ef-
fort through which participants package high pro-
tein, dehydrated meals for use in crisis situations
and which provides a highly nutritious meal to
support school feeding programs in schools and
orphanages around the world.” Last year, at least
100 CUMC volunteers of all ages helped to pack
over 15,000 meals in two hours!

We are going to offer this mission project again
on Sunday, May 2. This is a fun, intergenera-
tional event where everyone has a job! As well as
providing the manpower to pack the meals, we
also have to purchase the food to pack. The cost
per meal is $0.25, which is the same as last year.
We must commit to raising at least $2,500 for
10,000 meals to host this event. As we did last
year, we will be collecting money throughout Lent
for this cause. During the 40 days of Lent, which
begins February 17, we are asking people to con-
sider donating $0.25 for each meal you eat,
which equates to $30/person. The money that we
collect directly relates to how much food we get
to pack in May. There will be a collection con-
tainer in the Sanctuary for your donations, or you
can contribute in the offering plate by putting
“Operation Sharehouse” on the memo line. We'll
keep you posted on the progress of this collec-
tion!

Something SOOOO0O0O0 Simple

I have some suggestions for something that is cheaper than paper towels and better
than paper towels. What is it? The simple coffee filter. These can be purchased at a
Dollar Tree or Dollar General reasonably inexpensively.

Here are a few simple ideas...

Separate your fine China dishes by placing coffee filters between each dish.
Clean windows and mirrors with this lint-free item to have sparkling results.
Cover bowls or dishes with a filter when microwaving.

Filter broken cork from wine bottles through the filter.

Cast iron skillet can be kept rust free by keeping a filter in it to collect moisture.
Great shoe polisher.

Can use in a sieve to recycle frying oil.

Can line a food scale to weigh chopped foods.

Filters can be helpful with messy foods like tacos as a wrapper.

. Place a filter in the bottom of a planting pot to keep the soil from going through.

. Use afilter as a drip skirt for a dripping popsicle in the summer.

. Use filter strips to wax eyebrows.

. Use several filters to soak up grease from foods such as bacon, fried chicken, etc.

. Keep several in the bathroom for “razor nick fixers”.

. Use filter as a sewing backing for embroidering on soft fabrics. Easy to tear and remove later.
. Smelly shoes? Place baking soda in a filter and place in shoes in the closet.

. Strain soup stock with a filter or tie fresh herbs in one to put in soups and stews.

. Use filter to prevent spilling when adding fluids to your car.

. Use filter as a spoon rest when cooking and to clean up small spills in the kitchen.

. Can hold dry ingredients when baking or when cutting a piece of fruit or vegetables. Saves extra

bowls to wash.

. Use them to wrap precious Christmas ornaments to store.
. Can use instead of cotton balls to remove nail polish.
. To sprout seeds: dampen the filter, place seeds inside, fold it and place in plastic baggies until

they sprout.

. Pressing flowers made easy by placing them between two filters and then placing the filters inside

a large phone book.

. Can use as a liner for a snack bowl for popcorn and other snacks. Easy clean up.
