A Charge 
Conference is required to be held annually, 
over which the district superintendent presides. 
At the annual meeting, the Charge Conference 
reviews and evaluates the total missions and 
ministry of the church, receives reports, modi-
fies organizational plans if necessary, and 
adopts objectives and goals recommended by 
the Administrative Board. Additionally, Charge 
Conferences recommend and review candi-
dates for ordained ministry, lay speakers, and 
Church related vocations. Charge Conferences 
set and approve compensation for pastors and 
any bishop-appointed staff working at the 
church. They also elect lay leaders (i.e., chair-
persons of work areas, Administrative Board 
officers, and lay members to annual confer-
ence). We invite you to come to our annual 
Charge Conference to meet our district superin-
tendent, and to learn and participate in how our 
church connects to the larger United Methodist 
Church!

                                          Going Gre en in Another Way  
 
This is a different slant on going green. This is the season where gardens are be-
ginning to wind down, and there are some leftovers in the garden, happening be-
fore frost. I am particularly referring to, “What to do with green tomatoes?” Of 
course, there is always Fried Green Tomatoes. A movie and dinner of fried green 
tomatoes is always fun, but let’s try this one by Chef John Maxwell, and it is better than a movie. 
 

Green Tomato Cake 
2 cups chopped green tomatoes   1 tsp ground cinnamon 
1 Tbsp salt      1 tsp ground nutmeg 
1/2 cup butter      1 tsp baking soda 
2 cups white sugar     1/4 tsp salt 
2 eggs       1/2 cup raisins 
2 cups all-purpose flour    1/2 cup chopped pecans 
Whipped topping, mint sprigs, and pecans for garnish. 
1. Place chopped tomatoes in a bowl and sprinkle 1 tablespoon of salt. Let stand 10 minutes. Place 

in a colander, rinse with cold water and drain. Pat tomatoes dry. 
2. Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Grease and flour a 9 by 13 baking pan. 
3. Blend butter and sugar together. Add eggs and beat until batter is creamy. 
4. Sift together flour, cinnamon, nutmeg, soda, and 1/4 tsp salt. Add raisins and nuts to the dry mix-

ture, add all dry ingredients to batter, and mix well. Dough will be very stiff. 
5. Stir in drained tomatoes. Pour batter into prepared pan, and bake for 40-45 minutes or until a 

toothpick inserted into the cake’s center comes out clean. 
6. Garnish slices with whipped topping, mint, and pecans. 
Chef John Maxwell appears on several monthly TV shows and is director of the Food Service Man-
agement Program at the Culinary Institute of Virginia in Norfolk.

KinderChurch starts back again on Sunday, Septem-
ber 11 and will be held during both worship services.
